An improved entry saw another very strong trade on all forward with a few more spring buyers in attendance. 

The strong Continental steers (24 – 30mnths) saw a very good trade with the best trading over £880 topping at £955 (148p/kg) for a Limousin from Mr P Dowley, Minster Lovell. A grand run of steers from M/s T & I Biddle, St Briavels sold to £945 (150p/kg) & £935 (157p/kg) for Simmental’s.

Overage Charolais steers sold to £805 (149p/kg) from Mr G Beale, Leighterton. 

The native breeds saw Aberdeen Angus steers to £830 (138p/kg) from Mr A Gibbs, Stoke Prior with organic Sussex steers to £765 (137p/kg) from M/s Bolehyde Farms, Allington.

The strong Continental heifers were also a strong trade with the better meated sorts over £800 topping at £850 (153p/kg) for British Blues from Mr A Young, Purton & £830 (157p/kg) from M/s R & J Portch, Brinkworth. The native breeds saw Aberdeen Angus to £830 (136p/kg) from Mr A Gibbs, Stoke Prior. Overage heifers topped at £735 (124p/kg) from Mr B Yeates, Nupend. 

The farming cattle (18 – 24mnths) again met a flying trade with stronger steers trading over £800 topping at £950 (159p/kg) for a Limousin steer from M/s R & M Adams, Northwick.  Charolais steers sold to £918 (150p/kg) from Mr A Matthews, Purton. 

The native breeds saw organic Hereford steers to £905 (143p/kg) from M/s G Cullimore & Son, Cambridge & £795 (152p/kg) from M/s R & M Adams, Northwick. 

The heifers were also well sold with the better shaped sorts over £700 topping at £820 (139p/kg) for Simmental’s from M/s Boddington Estates, Boddington,. The native breeds saw Hereford heifers to £680 (135p/kg) again from M/s R & M Adams, Northwick 

The younger cattle (12 – 17mnths) sold to a very strong trade with the best steers selling between £700 - £800 (150 – 170p/kg) topping at £890 (159p/kg) for a 17 month old Charolais steer from Mr G Beale, Leighterton. A British Blue steer (12 months) sold to £835 (146p/kg) from Mr J Baker, Leigh. 

The young heifers traded between £500 - £600 with the best over £600 topping at £640 (147p/kg) for a Charolais (15 months) from Mr A Matthews, Purton & £630 (157p/kg) from M/s W Parrott & Son, Uffington for 11 – 14 month old Charolais’.

The weaned calves met a very dear trade with Hereford steers (9mnths) to £502 (193p/kg) & British Blue bulls to £418 (199p/kg) from Mr A Curtis, Woolaston. .
