A similar number forward met yet again a very strong trade on all forward with a few more spring buyers in attendance. 

The strong Continental steers (24 – 30mnths) saw a very good trade with the best trading over £900 topping at £940 (157p/kg) for a British Blue from Mr A Gibbs, Bromsgrove with Blonde steers to £935 (148p/kg) from Mr T Green, Yatton Kennell. The native breeds saw Dairy Shorthorn steers to £895 (138p/kg) from Mr S Wilson, Westonbirt.

The overage steers continue to sell well with grand Aberdeen Angus steers to £995 (123p/kg) from Mr C Hill, Newbury.

The strong Continental heifers were also a strong trade with the better meated sorts over £800 topping at £935 (1513p/kg) for a British Blue from M/s P & I Robertson, Falfield & £860 (147p/kg) from M/s N & J Gilder, Aston on Carrant.

The native breeds saw Aberdeen Angus to £690 (128p/kg) from Mr D Farmer, Barkham Ride. 

The farming cattle (18 – 24mnths) again met a flying trade with stronger steers trading over £850 topping at £1045 (169p/kg) & £1015 (160p/kg) for Limousin steers from M/s R & S Bliss, Daglingworth. Blonde steers sold to £980 (153p/kg) from Mr T Green, Yatton Kennell. A grand run of cattle from M/s P & I Robertson saw Hereford steers to £950 (146p/kg) with Limousin’s to £910 (158p/kg) 

The heifers were also well sold with the better shaped sorts over £750 topping at £825 (145p/kg) for British Blue’s from M/s P & I Robertson, Falfield.

The general run of heifers traded between £650 - £700 (135 – 155p/kg) 

The native breeds saw Aberdeen Angus heifers to £795 (134p/kg) from Mr A Young, Purton.  

The younger cattle (12 – 15mnths) sold to a very strong trade with the best steers selling between £650 - £700 (150 – 170p/kg) topping at £770 (138p/kg) for a 13 month old British Blue x steer from Mr R Scott, Braydon. 

The young heifers traded between £500 - £600 with the best over £600 topping at £650 (157p/kg) for Simmental’s (11 months) from M/s R & J Portch, Brinkworth. The weaned calves met a very dear trade with British Blue heifers (8 – 9mnths) to £510 (176p/kg) from M/s Townsend Farming, Calne.
