A very pleasing early January entry sold to remarkable trade with all cattle seeming very well sold with 22 cattle over £1100 & a further 21 over £1000.

The stronger steers continue at very high levels with a slight easing on the beef trade at present but talk of higher prices to come. The Continental steers saw Blonde steers to £1195 (200p/kg) & Limousin’s to £1130 (192p/kg) from M/s G & J Hyett, Whaddon with their Aberdeen Angus steers to £1160 (182p/kg) & £1155 (184p/kg). Strong Hereford steers sold to £1100 (168p/kg) from M/s D & E Clark & Sons, Culkerton. 

The stronger older heifers were in short supply with overage Hereford’s to £1050 (147p/kg) from Mrs J Armstrong, Colerne. 

The farming cattle were also well sold with British Blue steers to £1100 (176p/kg) & (190p/kg) from M/s G Denton & Family, Thatcham & M/s J Simpkins & Partners, Easton Grey respectively. The general run of stronger Continental steers traded between £880 - £950 (180 – 195p/kg) with the native breeds £815 - £860 (168 – 175p/kg). Very few Friesian steers forward selling to a very good trade with a top of £772 (152p/kg) & £595 (163p/kg) from M/s J Simpkins & Partners, Easton Grey.

The Continental heifers saw the stronger sorts £over £800 topping at £900 (170p/kg) for Limousin’s from M/s Millard Bros, Coopers Hill with the general run £750 - £830 (160 – 180p/kg). The native breeds saw Hereford’s to £830 (168p/kg) again from M/s J Simpkins & Partners, Easton Grey. 

Younger Continental cattle saw Limousin steers to £730 (209p/kg) from Mr J Pritchard, Wootton Bassett & £740 (215p/kg) for British Blue steers from Mr R Butler, Thatcham.
