Another very strong trade for a shorter entry of calves.  Once again all types looked very well sold particularly the bull calves.
Dairy Breeds (13): Weaned Friesian bulls (7 months) sold to £330 per head from M/s Stokes.  Fresh Friesian bulls averaged £82.50 topping at £132 from E Rawlings and £130 for L J Scott & Son.  Medium rearers £80-£90 a few smaller sorts £20-£55.
Native (23): Best Hereford bulls sold to £272 from M/s Reading & Kirby, mediums to £190.  Hereford heifers reached £200 for D J Hibbard & Son.  Angus bulls reached a top of £250 from R & I Plummer average £144.  3 weaned Hereford heifers sold to £405 for NB Farms, Angus from the same home at £380.
Simmental (3): Bull to £345 for M D Pike, heifers to £280 from B Gough & Sons.  Weaned to £412 (6 mths).

A shorter entry with incalf pedigree Longhorn cows to £800 from M/s C & S Voyce, Tidenham Chase. Longhorn heifers with steer calves to £630 & heifer calves to £650 from the same home.

Averages: Steers £802, Heifers £651
Another reasonable entry for January with trade exceptional and many talking of a dropping beef trade but store a shade dearer. Vendors that have not been to market recently should make a visit to realise how strong the trade is as the report doesn’t do it justice. 

Again all cattle seeming very well sold with 24 cattle over £1100 & a further 15 over £1000 and a remarkable 39 cattle over 200p/kg.

No older steers forward with the stronger farming steers (18 – 24 months) continuing at very high levels even with another easing on the beef trade at present. The Continental steers saw Simmental steers to £1360 (197p/kg) & £1070 (195p/kg) from M/s T & I Biddle, St Briavels. Limousin steers from M/s G Ripley & Son, Daglingworth sold to £1190 (220p/kg) & £1130 (207p/kg). Simmental steers from Mrs S McMurray, Chiseldon sold to £1130 (180p/kg). The native breeds saw Aberdeen Angus steers to £1170 (200p/kg) & £1015 (185p/kg) from M/s D & E Clark & Sons, Culkerton. A run of Beef Shorthorn steers from M/s F & R Tuck, Wootton Bassett sold to £1035 (152p/kg) & £1020 (170p/kg). 

The stronger older heifers (over 22 months) saw Limousin’s to £1170 (195p/kg) & (182p/kg) from M/s Watkins Partners, Rockhampton with their Hereford’s to £985 (154p/kg). 

The farming heifers (18 – 22 months) saw Simmental’s to £1080 (193p/kg) & £980 (180p/kg) from M/s T & I Biddle, St Briavels. South Devon heifers sold to £890 (168p/kg) & £865 (170p/kg) from M/s Millard Bros, Coopers Hill. 

Younger cattle saw Limousin steers to £780 (188p/kg) from M/s Grove Bros, Ogbourne St George, with Simmental’s to £655 (190p/kg) from Mr I Stevens, Langley Burrell. A run of Simmental steers and heifers from M/s W Lane & Partners, Denchworth saw steers to £640 (214p/kg) with heifers to £600 (171p/kg) & £530 (186p/kg). The native breeds saw Hereford steers to £695 (183p/kg) from R & S Blackwell, Nailsworth.
