Dairy (13): 2nd quality to £80/£82, third quality £58-£65, £38-350 for calves that used to go for killing, but now being reared.  Weaned calves to £320 for R E Brittain.

Native (12): Medium Hereford bulls to £300 for T S F Baker, smaller sorts £260-£280.  Young Angus heifers to £195 for R J Handley & Son, avg £148.  1 weaned Angus bull calf to £385 for Ian Clapton.  Hereford (7 mths) to £410.

A pleasing entry with the beef trade just easing back up this week resulting in the stores jumping as much as £50 and trade looking unbelievable with many new & old faces back around the ring as if late spring. 

Again all cattle seeming very well sold with 39 cattle over £1000 & and a remarkable 67 cattle (26%) over 200p/kg.

More older stronger cattle (22 – 30mnths) forward meeting a very strong trade with the best near meat Continental steers £1100 - £1200 topping at £1240 (172p/kg) for a Limousin from M/s H P Nicholas & Sons, High Woolaston with British Blue’s to £1140 (172p/kg) from the same home. The general run of Continental steers all traded around the £1000 mark. The native breeds saw Hereford steers to £1135 (181p/kg) again from M/s Nicholas & Sons and Aberdeen Angus steers to £1160 (180p/kg) from M/s E Burson & Son, Grove. A grand show of strong Friesian & Swedish Red steers met a very good trade topping at £1270 (163p/kg) & £1090 (163p/kg) again from M/s Burson & Sons. Friesian steers from M/s E, R & M Ractliffe, Harescombe sold to £1090 (160p/kg) with a run from Mr T Cullimore, Newton to £1060 (163p/kg), £965 (167p/kg) & £925 (170p/kg). 

The stronger older heifers saw a handful forward and also sold well topping at £1000 (166p/kg) for an Aberdeen Angus from M/s E Burson & Son, Grove with an overage Aberdeen Angus to £990 (174p/kg) from M/s H P Nicholas & Sons, High Woolaston. 

The farming cattle (18 – 24mnths) seemed again very dear with the better shaped Continental sorts over £1000 topping at £1100 (178p/kg) & £1090 (202p/kg) for Limousin’s from Mr S Coates, Haresfield.  A grand run of Saler x steers from Mr M Green, Shellingford sold to a top of £1090 (200p/kg) & 970 (221p/kg). The general run of Continental steers sold between £915 - £1000 (175 – 190p/kg). The native breeds saw Hereford steers to £1075 (177p/kg) from M/s D & E Clark & Sons, Culkerton with Aberdeen Angus steers to £1035 (187p/kg) from Mrs Y Gainey, Dauntsey. 

The farming heifers (18 – 24 months) saw purebred Simmental’s to £1090 (221p/kg) from Mrs S McMurray, Chiseldon. The stronger sorts traded generally over £900 (180 – 195p/kg) 

The younger cattle (15 – 18mnths) were an exceptional trade with Charolais steers to £1095 (219p/kg) & £920 (198p/kg) from Mr D Taylor, Woolhampton with his Aberdeen Angus steers to £950 (207p/kg). The younger Saler steers from Mr M Green, Shellingford sold to £915 (213p/kg) & £900 (194p/kg). A run of Friesian steers from Mrs Y Gainey, Dauntsey sold to £565 (162p/kg) & £488 (155p/kg). 

The weaned calves & young stores (under 12mnths) met the best trade of all. Simmental steers sold to £770 (200p/kg) from M/s M & P Wakeman, Cranham with their heifers to £560 (154p/kg). Charolais steers sold to £720 (215p/kg) from M/s W Parrott & Son, Uffington with their Aberdeen Angus steers to £770 (198p/kg). Charolais steers from M/s J Emmerson & Son, Coln St Aldwyns sold to £685 (225p/kg) with Charolais heifers to £570 (204p/kg) from the same home. Their Aberdeen Angus & Limousin steers sold to £680 (234p/kg) with heifers to £535 (195p/kg).
