75 REARING CALVES
10.30 am – Auctioneer: Jon Pullin

Another decent entry met with a similarly firm trade with just a few less buyers present for the heifers.  Middle and lower end trade certainly firmer.  Top bull today for Robert Oughton (£360 – Belgian Blue). Top heifer calf for Stroud Green Farm Ltd (£230 – Simmental) top Friesian for R C Ponting at £140.
Dairy Breeds: Best in excess of £95 today, but only for a few.  Medium rears from at £50-£60 with the majority, plainer Holstein types trading £25-£40 to rear.  Two female Friesian heifer claves made £78.  Brown Swiss bull to £90 for the Cimarron Partnership.

Native Breeds: Good number on offer, generally medium quality bar a few.  A run of good Angus bulls from C D Hill Partnership made £235 - £248 with the medium Angus bulls £155-£182.  Very few Hereford bulls on offer, best £172 for D J Hibbard & Sons.

Heifers trade less than in recent months, but in fairness much more realistic to rear.  Super Angus heifers to £220 for C D Hill.  Best Hereford to £148 for A W Jones.  Best of these breeds still £115+.

A few stronger natives on offer.  Hereford to £332 for T S F Baker, heifers to £180 from the same home.

Simmental: Best bulls a similar trade topping at £320 and £345 for B J & D Reeves.  Heifers topped at £230 twice for Stroud Green best £200+, mediums £160-£180.
Limousin/Blonde: Best bulls £300 for J W & S Cook, £200-£240 for the smaller, shapey sorts.  Heifers saw Blonde to £214 for J W H Ball with its twin at £185.  Mediums £150-£160.

British Blue: Top as mentioned earlier to regular Vendor R H & M E Oughton at £360 and £270.  No blue heifers forward today.
2 BEEF COWS & CALVES

A short entry saw a Hereford cow & her Parthenais bull calf to £825 from Mr R Hill, Bishops Cleeve. Barren Aberdeen Angus cows sold to £630 (98p/kg) from Mr C Hill.

145 STORE CATTLE

Averages: Steers £471, Heifers £445

Another reasonable entry for the time of year sold to a similar if not slightly stronger trade.   

The stronger cattle (Over 24 months) again saw very few on offer with Blonde steers to £795 (149p/kg) from M/s P & P Colson, North Leigh with their British Blue’s to £675 (138p/kg)

The heifers saw Aberdeen Angus to £595 (124p/kg) from Mr D Farmer, Barkham Ride & £500 (109p/kg) from M/s K & C Jones, Pitbrook. Overage British Blue heifers sold to £535 (109p/kg) from the same home.  

The farming cattle (18 – 24mnths) were also short in number with only a few stronger Continental steers on offer topping at £630 (133p/kg) for Limousin’s from M/s D Rumming & Son, Leigh. Hereford steers from the same home sold to £780 (142p/kg). The heifers (18 – 24mnths) saw very little strength on offer with the few better sorts seeming well sold topping at £735 (137p/kg) for Simmental’s again from M/s D Rumming & Son. Blonde heifers sold to £695 (145p/kg) from M/s P & P Colson, North Leigh.  

The weaned calves (6 – 12mnths) sold to a good trade with another grand run of Limousin steers & heifers from Mrs J Phillips, Foxham selling to £600 (169p/kg) & £595 (147p/kg) for the steers & £435 (124p/kg) & £390 (128p/kg) for the heifers. The native breeds saw Aberdeen Angus bulls (3 – 5mnths) to £370 (224p/kg) from Mr A Leighfield, Grittenham.
